          The Big Cell is a magnification of the cell inside the window on a slate.  A Braille cell is a space within which six dots can be placed to form letters, words, punctuation marks, and so forth. Braille can be written on a slate, a hinged device to hold paper.  On top of the slate are rows of windows containing indentations for making dots in a cell with a pointed tool, called a stylus.  Because Braille cells are so small, beginning braillists sometimes have difficulty learning where to put the stylus to make the dots.  
The Big Cell allows a braillist to examine the inside of a cell with a finger before trying to use a stylus.  Note how the inside of the cell is curved to help you find the indentations.
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
