Peg Slate Instructions, in Braille

The Peg Slate is a simple paperless device to introduce writing on a Braille slate.  Instead of dots,

Small pegs are used to form a kind of Braille.



To begin writing, push all of the pegs to one side.  The side with all of the pegs up becomes the writing side.  A small raised ridge should be at the top and a raised APH logo should be on the right.  In the same way as you form dots on a slate, you push pegs down from right to left on the writing side to form Braille units on the back which becomes the reading side.  Each peg snaps into place with an audible click as it is pushed.



To read what has been written, turn the Peg Slate over from right to left like a page in a book.  If you turn it correctly, a small raised ridge will still be at the top of the slate and a small raised APH logo will still be on the right.  Read from left to right on the reading side of the slate in much the same way as you read Braille dots.  The reading and writing sides of the slate are interchangeable.



The Peg Slate contains 10 cells, allowing you to write such things as 10 letters of the alphabet, names, a phone number, short messages, and even contracted sentences.

Note:  The Peg Slate is recommended for ages 6 years to adult.
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
