Peg-A-Circle Set

Suggested Use

The Peg-A-Circle Set presents the child with a broken outline of a circle (this is slightly more difficult to discriminate tactually than the solid outline of a circle).  The child first examines the contour of the pegs while they are in the board.  Encourage the child with useable residual vision to examine the board visually.  Ask that the pegs be removed at random.  Pegs may then be replaced randomly, and the shape re-examined.

When the child begins to demonstrate recognition of the circular pattern of the holes, assist him/her in replacing the pegs one by one, in sequential order, beginning at a designated spot.  The concept of finding the next hole is difficult for some children, and may take time to master.  Other concepts, such as “in,” “out,” and “around,” may be reinforced.

With more advanced children, the concepts of “clockwise” and “counterclockwise” may be introduced.  A simple game that can be played with the board begins by removing one peg.  With the one peg removed, the child tries to see how many pegs can be removed and how many will remain by jumping over one peg at a time, either clockwise or counterclockwise, and removing the “jumped” peg.
