SUGGESTED USES

Introduce the child to the set of circles in ascending order by touching the circles and saying, “Small, medium, large.”  Then reverse the order, allowing the child to touch them. 

Lay the circles on the table and call out their sizes while allowing the child to place them in their nests.  Once the circles are in their nests, call out the order to remove them from their nests.  Praise the child.

Now have the child line up the circles from smallest to largest.  Have him place them in their nests from smallest to largest.  Do the activity again, reversing the order.  Repeat the activity using a random order.

Reinforce the concept of sizes in your classroom by classifying other like objects such as blocks or pencils into small, medium and large categories. In this way, the child learns the concepts of size and series.
