Suggested Uses

Small, Medium, and Large Circles, Set II, may be used for comparison of sizes, matching of sizes, and the development of concepts such as large, medium, small, left, right, middle, taking off, putting on, stacking, etc.  Progression of size from small to large, or vice versa, can be emphasized, thus reinforcing the concept of seriation by size of the circles and height of the stacks.  A child with usable residual vision can use the discs for color identification and matching.

The teacher may expand the use of this aid by teaching the child to recognize the differences in the height and the diameter of the posts, as well as the differences in the diameters of the holes in the circles.  The child may then seriate or classify the objects on the basis of these characteristics.
