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Sound Matching Board I

Description

The circular board consists of twelve round nests, each of which contains a sound cylinder.  Each of the twelve cylinders contains an object, so that each cylinder produces a different sound when shaken (eight soft sounds, four loud sounds).  Feet are attached to the bottom of the board to minimize slippage and to prevent scarring tabletops and counter surfaces.

Suggested Uses

With the cylinders in place, the board is presented to the child for exploration. As the child randomly removes the cylinders, shakes them, and then replaces them in the board, he or she discovers the two different types of sounds (loud and soft).

The child is encouraged to recognize the board as a circle.  The teacher should point out to the child that the cylinders define the circular edge of the board. 

Have the child sort the cylinders into two groups, one for "soft" sounds, and the other for "loud" sounds.  Have the child place the larger group of soft-sounding cylinders around the outer edge of the circular board.  Then, have him place the smaller group of loud-sounding cylinders in the center of the board.  Thus may be taught the concepts of outer edge, circle, center, in, and out.  Advanced students may learn to place the cylinders in sequential order, either clockwise or counter- clockwise.

Auditory discrimination may be reinforced and refined through the use of musical instruments, tapping patterns, and environmental sounds.  APH's Auditory Readiness (AR) Level of Listen and Think, 1-03870-00, and Sound Matching Board II, 1-08720-00, will also provide additional reinforcement.
