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Sound Matching Board II

Description

The base, which measures 11-1/4”x 5-3/4”, contains eight recessed nests.  Feet are fastened to the bottom of each corner of the board to prevent scarring of surfaces and to avoid slippage.  The cans are 3-1/2” high and 1-7/8” in diameter.  They are colored to contrast with the base.  The cans consist of two of each of the following:

* Loud-sounding

* Medium loud-sounding

* Medium soft-sounding

* Soft-sounding
Suggested Uses
The sound cans may be used initially for recognition of a type of sound.  Begin by presenting the child with two cans that are most different – loud and soft.  When the child can discriminate easily between these two sounds, add the medium-loud can, then the medium-soft can, until the child can differentiate between all four sounds.

After recognition of the type of sound has been demonstrated, one additional can at a time may be presented, and the child may be asked to find one that sounds like it.  As the child’s ability to match increases, he or she may be presented with all of the cans at one time and asked to match them by sound.

Finally, the child should pair the cans in the board by seriating them by sound from the loudest to the softest, or vice versa.  Placement of the cans in the board reinforces concepts such as left, right, bottom, top, horizontal, vertical, rows, pairs, matching, etc.  The teacher’s creative use of this product is encouraged, as additional games involving sounds will help the child develop auditory discrimination skills.
