SUGGESTED USE
The placeholder is used by slipping the metal sheet under the Braille page, then placing the magnetized strip of plastic over the spot where reading stopped.  This spot can be quickly relocated by feeling the magnet.

CAUTION
Because the embossed Braille page is pressed between the metal sheet and the magnet, the dots will become flattened if the magnet is left in place for any length of time.  Therefore, the magnet should never be left in one spot on a page for more than an hour or two.  Also, a book should never be closed up with the magnet and metal sheet inside, since the weight of the covers will increase the flattening effect on the Braille dots.  Tests reveal that if the magnet is left in place over a 24-hour period, damage to Braille dots will result.
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
