Swing Cell, Compact



The Swing Cell is a device that can be used to introduce Braille, to practice dot numbers, and to show the relationship between reading and writing Braille in a Braillewriter.  Black pegs are used to represent the dots in a cell or the keys on a Braillewriter.  When the device is in the reading position, two rows of holes are parallel to each other and perpendicular to the user’s body, and the hinge is at the top of the device.  When the device is in the writing position, two rows of holes are adjacent to each other in a line parallel to the user’s body, and the hinge is at the bottom of the device.  Hook-and-loop material is used to hold the device securely in place in either position.  When not in use, the pegs are stored in two holes, one in each wooden block, which are accessible from the hinge ends of the blocks.  Storing the device in the writing position will help keep the pegs in the device.  If the Swing Cell slips around during use, the adhesive foam backing included with each Swing Cell can be applied.

Note:  The Swing Cell, Compact is recommended for ages 5 years to adult.
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
