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Tactile Marking Mat
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       The Tactile Marking Mat is a textured plastic sheet.  Paper clips can be used to hold a sheet of thin newsprint in place over the Marking Mat.  When a mark is made on the pliable paper with a wax crayon, the texture on the Mat causes bits of soft crayon to remain on the paper, making a tactile mark.  This is the case only if a single sheet of lightweight paper is used.  The crayon mark may not be tactile if heavier paper or layers of paper are used.

       The Tactile Marking Mat is visually-impaired individuals to use for scribbling, marking, drawing, or practicing handwriting, since they can feel what they are marking.  It can also be used to make simple raised-line illustrations for visually-impaired individuals.  The Tactile Marking Mat is recommended for use by visually-impaired individuals from pre-school on up.
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
