INSTRUCTIONS
DESCRIPTION:
The light yellow Take Away Game board is 14 3/4 inches on a side. A white spinner, mounted in the center of the board, is marked with Braille and large type numbers. Tactile arrows on opposite sides of the spinner ( one arrow for each player) denote the number spun. Two strips of laminated metal hold the magnetic game pieces during play. Thirty-six game pieces are included: eighteen black, rough textured pieces and eighteen blue, smooth-textured pieces.

HOW TO PLAY:
Number of players:  This game is designed for two players.

Object:  The object of the game is to see which player can take away all of his or her opponent's pieces.

Preparation:
Each player sits facing one side of the board with an arrow directly in front of him or her. This arrow indicates the number spun (numbers are always right-side up in relation to the players). The eighteen black, rough textured game pieces are placed side-by-side on the notched strip on one side of the board. The eighteen blue, smooth-textured game pieces are placed side-by-side on the other side of the board.

Play:
Each player in turn spins the spinner. The number spun indicates how many pieces are to be taken away from the other player. If the spinner should stop on the line rather than a numbered space, the player spins again.

Determining the Winner:
When one player has lost all of his/her pieces the game is over. The other player is declared the winner.

Variations:
1-More advanced students may take away pieces only for even numbers spun and must give back pieces  for odd     number spun.

2-Additional variations may be created by the teacher or students.

Recommended Age:


The game is suitable for children 6 years of age and older.
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
