Instructions

Suggested Uses
Ask the child to remove the pegs at random.  Then, ask that the pegs be replaced, in any order.  Encourage a child with usable residual vision to replace the pegs visually.  At this point, he or she should note the difference in size between the top and bottom of the peg, and should learn that the peg fits into the hole in the board only one way.

Once the child has learned to replace the pegs, the board and pegs may be used to teach the process of following directions.  You may instruct the child to remove or replace the pegs by row, from top to bottom, from left to right, etc.  This process should take place along with additional readiness work, using such items as APH’s Giant Textured Beads (1-03780-00) or the Formboard with Removable Hands
(1-03700-00).
